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Chairman Report for  the Year 2024-2025 
 

Date: 16 April 2025 
 
Dear HAFFA Members, 
 
Hong Kong is demonstrating resilience in its economic recovery amid global uncertainties and geopolitical 
tensions. While goods exports are improving, they remain below pre-pandemic levels, and businesses continue 
to face challenges such as fluctuating turnover, depleted reserves, high interest rates, and manpower shortages. 
Despite the lengthy recovery path, steady progress is evident, with air cargo handled in 2024 reaching 
4,902,900 tons, representing a year-over-year (YOY) increase of 14% and retaining �L�W�V���V�W�D�W�X�V���D�V���W�K�H���Z�R�U�O�G�¶�V��
busiest air-cargo hub. Container Throughput was 13,690,000 TEUs, representing a YOY decrease of 4.9%. 
 
HAFFA hails Chief Executive John Lee�¶s annual policy address for supporting the industry and strengthening 
Central Government�¶s backing of Hong Kong as an international aviation hub and maritime centre, as outlined 
in the �³14th Five Year Plan� .́ The address highlighted the expansion of high value-added logistics services, 
cargo capacity in the Greater Bay Area (GBA), and cross-boundary e-commerce logistics. The government 
will also advance the Action Plan on Modern Logistics Development, release four quality logistics sites, and 
publish findings from the logistics clusters study in Hung Shui Kiu/Ha Tsuen New Development Area (NDA).  
 
A review of the regulatory framework aims to remove barriers to inbound goods sorting and delivery, fostering 
Hong Kong�¶s development as a centre for cross-boundary e-commerce distribution logistics. In response to 
the evolving e-commerce landscape, we have established a new �³E-Commerce Sub-committee�  ́to provide 
guidance on e-commerce development and actively participate in relevant consultations. HAFFA continues to 
represent Members�¶ interests in various government consultations, such as the proposed Port Community 
System, Regulatory Control of Etomidate, and Trade Single Window, as detailed in this annual report and sub-
committee reports.

Since 2016, HAFFA has engaged in extensive negotiations with the government and successfully secured the 
continuation of the CFS mechanism under Civil Aviation Department (CAD) for an additional eight (8) years. 
Following our annual report last year, we have consistently expressed our objections to the proposed 
liberalization of the CFS. 
 
Despite our exhaustive efforts, including multiple negotiation rounds and written submissions, we are deeply

managed to secure another six-month extension. HAFFA was the only trade association invited by the 
government to provide expertise for this transition.  To enhance transparency, CAD requires airlines to 
publicly disclose their maximum CFS levels. CAD has collaborated with the Airport Authority Hong Kong

Hong Kong Logistics Services Mission to Kazakhstan from 5-11 August 2024. HAFFA is committed to 
improving logistics and transportation coordination to boost cargo flow and develop multimodal transport 
corridors between Europe and Asia. We look forward to exchanging information and collaborating closely to 
achieve our shared goals of trade promotion, problem-solving, consulting services, and organizing seminars 
and training programs.

��������Building on the success of our inaugural pavilion at ALMAC 2023, HAFFA again hosted a pavilion

approximately 80 prominent speakers and over 2,000 
participants from 30 countries and regions, showcasing 
20 exhibition booths that highlighted our industry�¶s 
strengths. HAFFA secured a 10% discount for pavilion 
exhibitors through HKTDC, in collaboration with the 
SME Export Marketing Fund, easing financial pressures 
for participants. With SMEs representing over 60% of 
our exhibitors, this support was particularly beneficial. 
HAFFA�¶s continued presence at ALMAC reinforces its 
position as a leading trade association in the cargo 
industry.

Since 2016, HAFFA has engaged in numerous negotiations with the Government and successfully secured the 
continuation of the CFS mechanism under CAD �I�R�U���D�Q���D�G�G�L�W�L�R�Q�D�O���H�L�J�K�W���\�H�D�U�V�����)�R�O�O�R�Z�L�Q�J���O�D�V�W���\�H�D�U�¶�V���D�Q�Q�X�D�O��
report, we have persistently communicated our serious concerns regarding the proposed liberalization of the 
Cargo Fuel Surcharge (CFS). 
 
Despite our exhaustive efforts, including multiple negotiation rounds and written submissions, we are deeply 
disappointed by the Government�¶s announcement on 23 May 2024, which confirmed the liberalization of the 
CFS effective 01 January 2025 �²  originally set for 01 July 2024. We managed to secure another six-month 
extension for our Members to prepare for this transition. From 01 January 2025, airlines have the autonomy 
to set their own CFS levels for flights originating from Hong Kong. 
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While the Government acknowledged our concerns and granted a six-month lead-in period, this decision fell 
short of our expectations. At the meeting with the Transport and Logistics Bureau (TLB) on 23 May 2024, 
HAFFA officially reiterated its position: 
 
�¾ The original intent of the CFS remains unchanged, and HAFFA is committed to advocating for a 

Government-regulated CFS mechanism in Hong Kong. 
 

�¾ The six-month extension until 31 December 2024, is viewed merely as a temporary measure that allows 
time to assess this critical issue. HAFFA does not support or accept this extension. 
 

�¾ We will continue to gather feedback from Members and the industry, closely monitoring the progress of 
this matter.

This initiative streamlines and digitizes the entire import cargo collection process at Hong Kong cargo 
terminals. Freight forwarders can access their import shipment information and key activity milestones with a 
single login. The paper-based Shipment Release Form has been transformed into an electronic QR code, issued 
upon e-payment settlement and authentication. Together with other features like e-assignment, e-queue and e-
pouch, it enables an efficient, paperless import cargo collection process.  
 
AAHK has taken the lead in spearheading this significant digital transformation in the 
cargo handling sector, with Cathay Cargo Terminal as the pioneer cargo terminal 
partner. This initiative has garnered support from various Government Departments 
to implement this change effectively. 
 
Later this year, two additional cargo terminal operators, Hactl and AAT, are set to 
launch the e-import cargo collection processes. Members are encouraged to engage 
with these new e-processes early on to familiarize themselves with the updated 
procedures.

We are pleased to report that PayCargo is considering our suggestion and exploring ways to bundle the 
handling fees.

The Trade Single Window (TSW), to be implemented in 3 phases, is an integrated electronic platform designed 
to streamline the submission of import and export trade documents to the HKSAR Government. As mentioned

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Regulatory Control of Etomidate under the Dangerous Drugs Ordinance (DDO) 
 
In the first quarter of 2024, the Security Bureau (SB) conducted a consultation regarding the 
proposal to step up the control of etomidate by classifying it as a dangerous drug under the 
Dangerous Drugs Ordinance.  
 

Etomidate was found to be the chief ingredient in a drug commonly known as �³space oil�  ́(�ü�œ
�h ). As highlighted in the consultation letter, according to observations by frontline anti-drug 
workers, �³space oil�  ́ was drawing the attention of young people and there were signs that 
youngsters have been starting to abuse this drug. There were also media reports about its abuse 
by young people in Hong Kong and the Mainland. Abusers usually consume the drug by adding 
it to e-�F�L�J�D�U�H�W�W�H�V���I�R�U���Y�D�S�L�Q�J���D�Q�G���V�R�P�H���F�D�O�O���L�W���³�K�H�Ddrush e-cigarettes�  ́(�¢�Ð�•�·�Ÿ ). 
 

In Hong Kong, etomidate was already regulated under the Pharmacy and Poisons Ordinance (Cap. 138) and 
the Pharmacy and Poisons Regulations (Cap. 138A), requiring a license issued by Commissioner of Customs 
for its import, export or transshipment.  
 

Should etomidate be controlled as a dangerous drug, the regulatory framework would become significantly 
stricter. This would prohibit the manufacture, import, export, supply, possession, and transshipment of 
etomidate and any products containing it, except under the provisions of the DDO.  As a result, activities 
related to the sale, import, export and transshipment of these products would generally be prohibited. 
 

Following the collection of feedback from Members, HAFFA submitted an official response to the SB:

and its three analogues, namely metomidate, propoxate and isopropoxate by bringing them all under control 
of Part I of the First Schedule to the Dangerous Drugs Ordinance (Cap. 134). This measure aims to empower 
law enforcement agencies to effectively address the issue and enhance deterrent effects. Legislative 
amendments have been gazetted and took effect on 14 February 2025. 
 

To support the freight and logistics industry in Hong Kong, the existing provisions under section 14 of the 
Ordinance regarding dangerous drugs in transit will apply where appropriate. If a substance is not specified as 
a controlled substance under International Drug Conventions but is included in the Ordinance (e.g., etomidate 
and its analogues), the Department of Health will exercise licensing authority on a case-by-case basis.

While the Association concurs with the necessity of imposing more stringent control on 
etomidate in Hong Kong, there should be considerations for exemptions for the transshipment 
(across different modes of transport, not limited to air -to-air transshipment)  of such 
substances intended for legitimate use via Hong Kong.

Community System (PCS). A meeting organized by the Transport and Logistics Bureau (TLB) in collaboration 
with the Logistics and Supply Chain MultiTech R&D Centre (LSCM) was held on 15 January 2025. Key 
points are set out below: 
 
Maritime and Port Development Strategy 
In December 2023, the TLB announced the Action Plan on Maritime and Port Development Strategy, 
emphasizing the importance of developing a smart port and a digitalized PCS to enhance the competitiveness

Current Status and Need for PCS 
At present, there is no unified platform enabling all stakeholders involved in sea-trade goods delivery through 
Hong Kong Port (HKP) to share real-time information regarding cargo status. Existing systems are fragmented, 
catering only to specific segments of the delivery process and failing to encompass all parties. 
 
In contrast, other major port cities such as Singapore, Rotterdam, and Hamburg have implemented integrated 
PCS platforms that facilitate real-time cargo tracking and information sharing among the port community. 
 
Development and Pilot Scheme  
The Hong Kong Maritime and Port Board (MPB) 
established a task force in September 2021 to 
explore avenues for smart port development. As 
part of this initiative, LSCM has been engaged to 
construct a data-sharing platform that trials the 
PCS concept. 
 
The pilot platform commenced operations in 
January 2023 and has successfully tested various 
cargo delivery processes, including local imports, 
cross-border transportation, cold chain tracking, 
and multimodal transport. As of 30 November 
2024, 92 companies with 195 user accounts tracked 637 shipments and 998 containers using the platform. 
 
Proposed PCS Features and Implementation 
The proposed PCS will serve as a central data exchange platform, offering features such as: 
 
�¾ Cargo tracking 
�¾ Real-time transportation information 
�¾ Analytical alerts 
�¾ Value-added electronic services for goods processed through Hong Kong Ports

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In future, the PCS will interface with existing tracking systems (including Trade Single Window and HKIA 
Cargo Data Platform, etc.) via APIs, ensuring seamless information flow with minimal disruption to current 
workflows. 
 
To promote accessibility, the system will be opened to all companies and individuals, providing basic functions 
free of charge, while offering value-added services for a fee.

Funding and Implementation Timeline 
The Government plans to seek funding from the Legislative Council in early Q2 2025, aiming to complete the 
PCS installation by late 2025. The implementation phase will extend from 2026 to 2029, gradually increasing 
capacity to accommodate additional users.
